The City of Los Angeles has several Resource Mapping Efforts.  Previously we used Info Line, our Information and Resource Provider to compile a directory of agencies that provided any of the 10 WIA Elements - that was done in hard copy.  One of the initial uses was in the solicitation of proposals and also was distributed to our contractors.  Prior to that even, youth were involved (SYETP) in a resource mapping effort in conjunction with United Way and the City's Commission on Children, Youth and their Families. We found that experience to have been more valuable for the youth than for ourselves.  Currently we have three initiatives underway. 1) In conjunction with the County's Children's Planning Council, we are working with a consultant to map leadership development/youth engagement opportunities and training.  We anticipate that this effort will result in a Call to Action related to increased youth engagement in civic life.  2) We conducted a resource mapping effort in a small targeted area.  This effort identified several gaps in services and the participants have since been working collectively to increase the number of adult role models involved with youth in that specific community.  Hard copies of the "map" are available from me.  3) We have begun mapping youth employment opportunities and are in the process of engaging a consultant to assist in this process. We have recently started working with Healthy Children/Healthy City and plan to use their web site as a way of making the information we gather from our other efforts available to the public.  This site will also contain the Info Line data.  The site is http://www.healthychildrenhealthycity.org/
